e The fridge is designed for outdoor use but should be placed under cover and not directly exposed to
the weather .1t can be plugged in all year round in the temperature range from minus five degrees
centigrade to thirty eight degrees centigrade. Fortemperatures lower than minus five degrees
centigrade we recommend to unplug the fridge .In very hot temperatures up to thirty eight degrees
centigrade we recommend to run the fridge for limited periods , running your fridge continuously in
temperatures as high as thirty eight degrees centigrade will shorten the life of the compressor.
